Easy Money-Saving Tips 
 
 

Having the proper size and installation of heating 

systems and appliances is essential to getting the 

greatest energy benefit. 

 

Here are a few important tips to help reduce your 

home energy consumption: 

 

Clean or replace air filters monthly. Keep 

track on a calendar or on the air filter by 

writing down the date changed. 

Keep baseboard radiators clean and clear 

of furniture, carpet or drapes. 

Maintaining equipment in good working 

order is essential to reducing energy costs.  

Take extra steps to remove lint from your 

dryer vents and to vacuum coils on 

refrigerators and freezers. 

Programmable thermostats: for heating set 

to 68 degrees while you’re at home and 58 

degrees while your asleep or away from 

home 4 hours or more. 

Weather-stripping and caulking around 

doors and windows can significantly reduce 

air leakage. 

Keeping windows and doors closed when 

systems are operating is also a necessity. 

Lock your windows so you know they are 

pulled tight.

Home Energy  
Loan Program 
 

The Anoka County Home Energy Loan Program 

provides assistance to owner-occupied households 

within Anoka County* to make housing energy 

improvements. 

 

What improvements are eligible? 
Primary heating systems such as a furnace, boiler 

system, and/or water heater. (Heating unit 

replacements will be of the highest reasonable 

efficiency based on size and need 

of the housing unit.) 

Issues related to inadequate or 

failing insulation within attics and 

crawl spaces. 

Programmable thermostats, 

smoke detectors, and carbon 

monoxide detectors as necessary 

by the replacement of a heating 

unit or state and local codes. 

Only replacement of cooling units 

is eligible. 

Humidifiers, fireplaces, or other appliances are 

not eligible. 

 

What is the maximum loan amount 

and terms? 
Participants will be eligible for an amount equal to 

or less than the cost of replacement. This is a zero 

percent deferred loan and will be forgiven in the 

11th year. If within the 10 years following the 

completion of the work, the property is sold, 

transferred, or no longer the principal place of 

residence, the recipient shall repay the loan.

Requirements 
 

Property owners must reside in Anoka County and 

income must be at or below the following limits:  

 

 

 

 

 

 

The home must be at least 15 years old. 

Owner must be current on utility bill or 

current on any payment plan. 

Owner must occupy the home as their full-

time residence. 

Applications will be submitted to and 

reviewed by the Housing Resource Center on 

behalf of Anoka County.  Anoka County has 

final approval. 

Program participants are required to 

complete a home energy audit. 

Housing unit must not have received housing 

rehabilitation dollars within the last 15 years.
