The 
all male group consists of youth awaiting next court 
appearances, waiting for next placements, or completing 
court ordered short and long term programs.

Youth ordered to complete the Long Term Group Residential Program at the Anoka County Non-Secure Program 
participate in psychological testing, group and individual DBT therapy, family counseling, transition planning and 
aftercare services. Average length of stay ranges from 3 to 6 months.  As a part of a peer group, youth will attend 

school daily, complete all daily job responsibilities as well as living skills.
