Short Term Programs

Youth ordered to complete a short term program (30/15, 60/30, 90/60 & 120/90) will be committed for a maximum
number of days however may complete in the minimum number of days (ie. 30/15, maximum of 30 days, minimum of

15 days) based on positive behavior and successful completion. As a part of a peer group, youth will attend school
daily, complete all daily facility job responsibilities as well as living skills.

* Legal guardians must have a
valid photo ID, siblings under 18
must be accompanied by legal
guardian, all other visitors must
be approved prior to visit.

* Leave all belonging secured in
your vehicle (cellphones, purses,
etc).

* No more then 3 visitors at one
time.

* Only unopened, factory sealed
food/drink items will be allowed
into the building. No glass.

The long term group consists of all female
youth court ordered to complete a long term program. The
all male group consists of youth awaiting next court
appearances, waiting for next placements, or completing
court ordered short and long term programs.
